1. Cuta stripof fabric fa the centre
squaresmeasuring 44inches wide,
and then trim tointo 4 ¥ inch
squares Cut a strip of theoutside
fabric 2 %2 inches wide and then
trim to 4%long strips. You witleed
4 pieces for each square.

2. Place strips along all 4 corners ¢
the centre block andtdgch with ¥4 -
inch seam allowance(figure 3).
Press seams to theorder.

3. Lay thetemplate on top of the
block with thediagonal lines lined
up with the imer seams.

You can cuthem shorter(4 inches)f you are short of fabricand then centre them othe
sides.You willneed 4 pieces for each square.

2. Place strips along all 4 corners of
the centre block andtgch with ¥4
inch seam allowancd’ress seams
to the border.

3. Lay thetemplate on top of the
block with the dotted diagonal
lines lined up with the iner
seams. Trim all the way round to
complete the block.
